Genocide in the 20th Century Research Project

Description of Project:  For the next two weeks, all students will be researching examples of Genocide that have happened in the 20th Century.  Students will be divided into groups and each group will be responsible for the research and creation of a power-point presentation on a specific country.  Each group will present their power-point creations to the class.  The purpose of this assignment is to increase students’ knowledge of world events and to practice research skills and public speaking.
